Binding of 

insulin or other ligands to this receptor activates the insu-

lin signaling pathway, which regulates glucose uptake and 

release, as well as the synthesis and storage of carbohy-

drates, lipids and protein. Mutations in this gene underlie 

the inherited severe insulin resistance syndromes includ-

ing type A insulin resistance syndrome, Donohue syn-

drome and Rabson-Mendenhall syndrome. Alternative
